•Heterogeneity across the different uveitic phenotypes.

• Fluctuations with disease severity and flares.
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The use of OCT in UVEITIS is increasing
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Ideal biomarker for uveitis

•reliable.

•noninvasive.

•easy to acquire in routine clinical practice.

• large clinical databases available for validation
